
Grow It In The Classroom
Materials needed:   
Avocado Pit     
Top of a Carrot
Top of a Pineapple
Sturdy toothpicks
3 clear glass containers
Water

Whether you are using an avocado pit, carrot 
top or pineapple top... place at least 3 toothpicks 
into item at a slant so they will hold it at the water level in a jar.  Keep water at that 
level. You will see roots grow and there will be new growth on the top of the pineapple 
and carrot.  The avocado pit will sprout leaves and become a nice looking houseplant.

Grow It In A Window Box

Materials needed:
Window Boxes
 and/or
Wall Paper Trays
Soil
Rocks or Plastic Packaging Puffs
Seeds or Smalll Plants
Water

Get window boxes (or wallpaper trays - an inexpensive alternative). Place rocks or 
plastic packaging puffs (this will make the boxes lighter if you want to move them)
in the bottom of the containers - about 2 inches thick. This will provide a drainage
area.  Add soil.  Place in a sunny window.  Plant seeds or small plants. Water. 
Watch them grow.                                                                          

Grow It In Containers

Materials needed:
Containers
Soil
Rocks or Plastic Packaging Puffs
Seeds 
Water

plastic container
lid from container
makes a great saucer
to catch excess water. 

Collect containers - plastic tubs from food products,
plastic or clay flowerpots, etc. Place rocks or 
packaging puffs in bottom of container, add soil, 
plant seeds, place in a sunny window, water... and 
watch them grow.

Be sure to add fertilizer to your garden projects, as needed.
Discuss how plants need nutrients to grow strong - just like
our bodies do.  Talk about what food and water does for us.
